Test the batteries in your smoke

alarm every week. Change them
every year. Never remove them.

o Never disconnect or take the batteries
out of your alarm if it goes off by
mistake.

e Standard battery operated alarms are the
cheapest option, but the batteries need
to be replaced every year.

¢ A lot of people forget to check the
batteries, so longer life batteries are
better.

* An alarm with ten-year batteries is the
best option.

* Mains-powered alarms are powered
by your home power supply. Generally
they don't need replaceable batteries,
but need to be installed by a qualified
electrician.

¢ Alarms that plug into a light socket use
a rechargeable battery, which is charged
when the light is on.

* You can even have linked alarms
installed, so that when one alarm
detects a fire they all go off together.
This is useful if you live in a large house
or over several levels.

Strobe light and vibrating-pad alarms
are available for those who are deaf
or hard of hearing. Contact the Royal

In the kitchen

How to cook safely

Avoid leaving children in the
kitchen alone when cooking on the

* Take extra care if you need to leave the
kitchen whilst cooking, take pans off the
heat or turn them down to avoid risk.

* Make sure saucepan handles don't stick
out — so they don’t get knocked off
the stove.

* Take care if you're wearing loose clothing
— they can easily catch fire.

* Keep tea towels and cloths away from
the cooker and hob.

e Spark devices are safer than matches or
lighters to light gas cookers, because they
don't have a naked flame.

o Double check the cooker is off when
you've finished cooking

themselves, as they are high powered.

¢ Try not to buy second hand blankets and
check regularly for wear and tear.

¢ Try to secure heaters up against a wall to
stop them falling over.

* Keep them clear from curtains and
furniture and never use them for drying
clothes.
